Growth Program

The Black- and Brown-owned Business Growth Program serves the City of Harrisonburg and
Rockingham County. Known as “B-Cubed,” this program blends comprehensive business
support to give entrepreneurs of color access to technical guidance and resources

to plan and grow a sustainable business in our community. B-Cubed provides customized
support based on each entrepreneur’s needs and stage of development.

38 businesses have participated in B-Cubed. Funding for B-Cubed has come from grants,
individual donations, and corporate gifts. Since 2021, $100,000 of funding has been directly
distributed in the form of grants and technical assistance to Black and Brown Business Owners.

The variety of funding sources proves this valuable resource is a welcomed part of the
Shenandoah Valley's economic development ecosystem.
